Rules and Regulations

Payment: Cash payment must be made upon arrival. $22.00 for serviced sites. $17.00 for non serviced sites

Reservations: Reservations will be accepted if payment is received in full prior to the reservation date. Cheque or
money order can be mailed to Blue Water RV Park and Campground c/o Box 329, St. Malo, MB ROA 1T0

Refunds: cancellations done 4 or more days in advance of arrival will receive a full refund less a $7.50 reservation admin
fee. Cancellations within 3 days of arrival, will receive a refund less one night camping fee and less a $7.50 reservation
admin fee. No refund will be given for cancellations made the day of your arrival.

Check in/out: Check in time is 3 p.m. Check out time is 2:00 p.m.

Washrooms/Showers: Washroom and shower facilities are located in the seasonal campground. There are two
washrooms in the unserviced campground for your convenience — however there is no electricity in the campground — so
please bring a flashlight with you. These washrooms are cleaned daily, but not stocked so please bring your own toiletries
(soap, toilet paper).

Parking: Only one vehicle is allowed per site. Please advise campground office if you require additional parking. Please
do not park vehicles or boats on the grass.

Speed limit within the park is 15 km per hour. There may be children playing in the park - Please keep the safety of
children in mind at all times.

Even though this is a private park, the roadways are deemed public. Drivers of all motorized vehicles within the park are
required to have a valid driver’s license.

Recreational vehicles, including ATVs, can be driven into the park and stored at the leaseholders site, and can be
driven out of the park. They are not to be used for recreation or transportation within the park.

Quiet Time: No excessive noise, including pets, between 11:00 PM & 8:00 AM.

Pets: All pets must be leashed and must be under the owners control at all times (no excess barking at any time). Pet
owners are responsible for immediate clean up after their pets.

Alcohol: Alcohol is permitted on the grounds; however we ask all our Residents and Guests to drink responsibly.
Drunken, disruptive, and disorderly behaviour will not be tolerated. Youth (minors under 18) are not permitted to consume
alcohol in the park in accordance with government regulations. Non compliance may result in your eviction

Fireworks/Firecrackers and Firearms: all are strictly forbidden and not allowed in the park.

Units per Site: Maximum 2 units per site (i.e.1 trailer and 1 dining tent, OR 1 sleeping tent and 1 dining tent). Tent trailers
or additional campers will not be allowed on RV sites. A separate site will have to be booked. Dining tents are allowed (for
dining/recreation purposes only). A tent may be set up on the seasonal site, but must be removed at the end of the
weekend.

Number of persons per site: You are allowed four adults or one family per site. A family is generally defined as a parent
(s) with children under the age of 18.

Fire Pits for Seasonal campers: Fire pits are to meet ownership approval for structure and location. Fire must be
extinguished with water when not attended. Open fires are not allowed.

Firewood: Firewood is available at a cost of $7.50 per day for daily campers. Please take only what you plan to use
during your visit with us. Firewood should not be removed from the campground at any time. Seasonal campers are
responsible for their own wood.
